HLSR Steers

Mr. Edenfied & Mr. Robinson will be ARRIVING at the barn at 3 am on the respective days for Move-In. Trucks must leave the barn before 4 am. Be there in time to load beforehand so that we do not miss our window.

The top 2 steers from each class wil be required
to walk through the auction ring and will be taken to NRG Arena at an appointed time by Show Management. All other placing
steers must be received by the commission agency 30 minutes after the last breed show ends on the respective day of show.
